Enjoy driving?  Want experience in a Criminal Justice setting?   
Sacro’s Travel Service is recruiting volunteer drivers. 
 
The Travel Service aims to provide a regular transport service to many of Scotland’s prisons 
and the State Hospital at Carstairs.  The service is part of Sacro’s Throughcare Service, 
which enables prisoners to maintain important contact with their families and friends.   
At present, we do runs to the State Hospital at Carstairs, and a door-to-door service to H.M.P. 
Shotts, H.M.P. Glenochil, H.M.P. Polmont and H.M.P. Barlinnie.  The runs are carried out 
during the day and you will be paid expenses for volunteering with us.  
 
Drivers should be friendly, non-judgemental, assertive, and punctual and be organised.  It is 
desirable for the volunteer to have experience of driving in the West, North and central belts 
of Scotland, but this is not essential.  Applicants must have a full, clean driver’s license and 
full insurance. 
 
Sacro’s work could not be successfully conducted without the dedication and skill of its 
volunteers.  If you are interested in volunteering with us, we would ask you to be able to 
commit to volunteering for at least a year and be regularly available.
